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Story:

Scene 1: - Titles:

(Sound of heartbeat music in background)

Rosie and friend are seen drinking outside the café.  Talking about blokes.
Rosie’s phone vibrates.

Close up Rosie picking phone up from the table and reading message saying 

“ROSE WHAT TIME WILL YOU BE  BACK?”

Rosie says to Stuti 

“Mother wants to know what time I am getting back, she wants to meet”

Rosie pulls a face and says
“Jonathan”

Stuti “Who’s that?”

Rosie “Just the son of my mum’s friend, they know each other through the bridge club”

Stuti “Ah!”

Rosie texts Veronica, close up of phone text message saying 

“I’LL BE HOME AT 3”
Shot of 3 drug dealers opening Adsa bag and taking out packets of stockings, opening them up and putting them on.

Rosie comes out of the Café with a friend, they say goodbye to each other.  

Fades in to First title (with silence) “A Rough Outline Film”

Rosie walks along road. 

2nd title fade – “Robin Martin as Archie”

Shot of druggies pulling tights over their heads from inside a van.  

3rd title fade – “Sarah Dix as Rosie”

Shot of Rosie walking round street, hearing van sound in background.  

4th title fade – “Adam Lefley as Rick”

Van comes into shot, Rosie is walking down the road.  

The open the side door of the van 
Rosie Screams as 2 of the masked men grab her arms and pull her into the van.  Rosie is kicking and screaming as they do this.  

(Shot of Rick throwing a stocking on the floor.  Passer’s by stop in their tracks as Rosie is pulled in).   
Final titles fade (which are kept on a bit longer) – “Pierre Hellewell as G”, also “Directed by – Graeme Shoesmith-Dean and Ian Martin”

Scene 2: - Inside the house
Fade in.

Shot of bushes, sounds of panting and scraping.  
All of a sudden the bushes part, and Sophie’s head pops through, with her tongue hanging out and panting.  She sniffs, the ground around the camera, getting most of her in the shot (close up) but she’s not sniffing the camera.  

“Shopie”  someone shouts.

“Shopie”

Shot from other direction with a darkened figure in the background, see Sophie pulling her head out of the bush.  

Close up of darkened figure lighting cigarette. It is still very dark and his facial features cannot be seen.  

James is sitting on the sofa in there house with his head in his hands.  Veronica shouting at the police 
“Do Something!” 
PC Harper is charming her down.  
“Miss, we are doing the best that we can.”

Veronica says “Please help my daughter!” through tears, her voice wavers.  
Shot of darkened figure playing with the dog lead. 

Back to James and Veronica arguing over contacting a private eye.  Veronica sits down and James moves up next to her on the sofa and tried to put his hand around her, to comfort her.  Veronica knocks it away.  She gets up shaking with anger and tears.  

Shot of Archie walking backing with the dog, the dog, pulling him along.
Shots of Veronica looking though the yellow pages, shots of her finger moving over the various adverts.  
Sophie taking Archie for a walk.

Cut scenes of Veronica on the phone and different detectives on the other end, shots of clock as time slips by.  
Archie coming out of a darkened alleyway still can’t see his face; Sophie comes into view out of the shadows as they enter the lite street.  Archie stops to light his cigarette and Sophie sniffs around, Archie flicks shut his Zippo lighter and carries on walking.  

Veronica on the phone to another uninterested Private Detective.  

Shot of Archie entering house with wet dog, Trish is doing the washing up and shouts 
“Get that dog out of here!”.  
Archie takes dog into his study and settles down with the paper, dog shakes over newspaper, Archie curses and then the phone rings.   Archie picks up the phone and Veronica is on the other end, she tells him that her daughter Rosie has vanished, police are taking it as a missing persons case but do not seem to be doing anything; Archie says he will look into it.  Veronica is willing to pay anything.

Veronica Suggest meeting up the next day, Archie says that he is free.  They meet up at the Café Veronica tells Archie that this is the café that Rosie was last seen at.  Archie leaves Veronica and speaks to café owner, looks around area; Archie finds a stocking in a bush and a receipt in a gutter near by.  

Archie starts asking questions, visits various people, some scum, looks at papers in library, police reports (if any) etc.  Goes to ASDA and takes to security (gets CCTV footage?).  Archie asks in clubs with print out from CCTV footage asking owners etc. if they have seen this man.  
Shot of Archie at home and has a table full of notes (in his office) and files and spills some coffee over everything, curses a bit then cleans it up.  Archie has a pinup/white/both board on office wall with some stuff on, showing some thinking and stuff going on.  

Archie has to scout out the drug dealers haunts etc. first to get ideas of where they go/hang out, Archie takes pictures and stuff.  

Follows the trail to a drug dealer, and decides to try to get involved with them to get information on Rosie.  He has the idea of making his own drugs up to try and get in with them; he could act as a supplier.  
Scene 3: - Contact
Goes up to a druggie on a street corner and starts a conversation about getting some drugs, says “I can get better stuff than that!” and they say if it’s good they might be interested.  They arrange to meet up.  

Concocts some drugs, has scales, mirror, credit cards and some icing sugar.  Puts into little bags etc.

The doorbell goes and Archie rushes around trying to hide everything, spilling icing sugar everywhere, and puts stuff into a cupboard.  Then goes to answer door.  The Nosey Neighbour from across the road needs to get her Avon from Trish but she is out at the moment.  Archie says he will go and get it, leaving the Nosey Neighbour at the doorstep; the Nosey Neighbour follows him in.  

Whilst Archie is looking through boxes of labelled bags of Avon.  The Nosey Neighbour is in the kitchen and sees powder on the floor; Archie finally finds the bag with the Nosey Neighbour’s name on, but the Nosey Neighbour has noticed the cupboard is opening from the weight of the scales and one of the plastic bags drops out.  She goes home calmly not letting Archie know she thinks his mixing drugs; she goes home and phones the police.  Trish comes home and they settle down for the evening, the Police come knocking at the door, raid the house and arrest Archie.  They take all of Archie’s information on Rosie’s case (Luckily he has made a back up copy of everything).  

Police come and raid his house finds scales, bag, stuff on floor, gets arrested and goes to police station.  

Scene 4: -Caught Out
Archie is locked in a cell whilst stuff is being tested, spends night in cells? Tries to explain to police in the interview to PC Wade and PC Harper but they don’t believe him.  
In the interview when results come back from the lab, PC Wade gets called out “interview interrupted at ____” (he’s in the middle of middle of shouting at Archie).  Comes back in with a calm but angry look on his face.  And says the results have come back and it contained a mixture of:

· Icing sugar

· Flour

· Paracetemol

· Talcum powder

Wade and Harper want to know what he is up to so Archie tells them that he is a P.I. and is on a case of a missing persons that the Police failed to do anything about.  Archie tells them that he thinks a drug dealer called “G” is involved.  PC Wade tells Archie to leave this well alone and that he doesn’t know what he is getting himself into.  

Bent coppers come on the scene and try to get information from PC Harper, but PC Wade thinks they’re taking the piss and tell them to go away.  (Says something like, haven’t you got a cat to get out of a tree?).  Archie comes out of the police station now being late for the meeting.  A Drug dealer walks up to him and asks him if his ok.  Archie says 

“Of course I am not ok, I just bloody got arrested!”  

The Drug Dealer slaps his hand on his back and then says come on lets go and chill out.  

Scene 5: - Enlightenment
The drug dealer takes Archie to G’s house/flat to meet the rest of them; on knocking on the door an old dear opens it.  Drug dealer said hello Aggie and says this is G’s Grandmother.  They go in and get introduced to the other drug dealers.  Aggie keeps asking him if he would like some tea and biscuits but G says no he’s ok, and tells Archie that she’s going a bit senile.  They tell him that they have some good stuff, and ask him to try it, he is a bit anxious at first but he has to do it to avoid blowing his cover, and he takes the drugs. 

Using camera/editing effects we see the world though Archie’s eyes under the influence of the drugs, (using camera fx’s and skews), (maybe sees people laughing at him and the old dear knitting, maybe cackling) he asks to go to the toilet, he then gets up and walks to the toilet opening various doors along the way looking for the right door, muttering under his breath “where’s the bloody loo”, he stumbles on a room with Rosie tied up (or the door is locked from outside and he opens it).   Shakes head walks out and closes door again not knowing what’s going on, stumbles into the right room and spews into the loo (camera shot of loo with his head in it, sounds of spewing (not actually viewing the spew)).  Archie passes out and fades to black.  

Druggies realise something is up because he can’t take the drugs like they can and he’s supposed to be into that stuff.  Over the blackness the voices of the drug dealers looking through the pockets, and find out who he is and what he does, when they find out Archie is a P.I. they want to kill him but Rick stops them saying it would be more trouble than its worth so they dump him cause his wasted?

Shot of Archie being taken out of the car boot and dropped down on the road.

Scene 6: - Waking Up 
Black for a bit and the sounds of cars and people pressing horns fade in.  Muffled shouts etc. then quick fade from black to him sitting up through his eyes seeing a car in front of him (Out of focus into focus shot at dusk time?).  And the looks beyond that seeing the queue of cars in front of him, cars slowly passing him by and a queue of cars on the other side.  Side shots of him as cars over take him.  (on a main road on a council estate?) Notices he hasn’t got any shoes not sure what happened to them.  Shots of him walking home with coat slung over shoulder, people staring at him oddly, he starts walking to a bus stop.  

Steps in some dog poo on the way back squeegies nicely between the toes.  Laughter from across the road where a small gang of youths are, curses and mutters are said as he walks on.  (Doesn’t have to be real dog poo could be cake mix as long as it looks the same etc.)

Archie has to wait at the bus stop for the bus, and he’s very anxious, standing still with his foot half up because of the dog mess, the old dear sitting waiting for the bus glances at his feet, clearly seeing the dog mess, she pulls a face, says “People like you should be locked up”.  Archie then catches the bus to his house.  Shots of Archie on the bus trying hard to hide his feet.  

Scene 7: - Realisation
Gets off bus, and goes round the back of his house to wash his feet with the garden hose; Archie is groaning cause the water is cold.  Wife pops head out of back door and asks him where the hell he has been/what is he doing?

Freshens up in the shower, maybe shot from the top over the shower curtain see him washing hair then flash back to him seeing the girl in the room? (A few flash backs first a split 2nd then longer), runs out of shower grabbing a towel, maybe slips out of shower, mutters “Shit” under breath and grabs towel, hurts himself? Gives him a limp?

Scene 8: - Good Intentions
Archie decides to go back to the house to get his car back and rescue Rosie.  So Archie gets a taxi back to the house.  

Shot of drug dealers rushing to get Rosie out to the trade location?  

Shot of James on the phone to them asking when and where to meet?

Scene 9: - Dooped
As he gets out of the taxi, the car with the dealers in pulls away.  Archie does a double take and mutters, “shit what am I going to do now”.  Walks up to the house and finds the door left open. Archie walks into the house noticing nobody is there he decided to have a look around the house (finds some evidence) looks for the room that contained Rosie.  He finds the room and unlocks the door and opens it slowly revealing Aggie sitting on the bed knitting, she turns around saying “Hello dear who are you” and then asks Archie if he would like a cup of tea, Archie says “no thanks, I am a friend of your grandson, I was here last night”.  She says she doesn’t know what he’s on about but managed to remember the name of a place.  Aggie asks again if she wants a cup of tea.

Scene 10: - Trade Off
Shots of Rosie crying and treated roughly in car, running makeup etc..  (She’s scared and they’re being rough with her).

Archie follows the lead from Aggie, which takes him to the trading location for the drug dealers.  James, Rosie’s father is at the trade location with the money (Shots of father getting the money from the bank) whilst the trade is being made Rosie is in the car with a minder.  James doesn’t know about Veronica’s call to Archie.  

Archie knocks out the minder and grabs Rosie who is only too willing to go with him, Archie and Rosie both not knowing that the drug dealers and James were about to do a trade.  The drug dealers run to get Rosie back, shouting to Archie that he’s dead, the drug dealers think that James has double crossed them and tell him he’s dead too, James runs off scared and upset (distraught).  

Scene 11: - Help
Archie finally goes to the police with the evidence that he has with Rosie.  PC Wade and Harper ask if Rosie is willing to make a statement and she says yes.  They get put up in a safe house.  
Scene 12: - Safe House
Rosie tries to phone her parents, but Archie puts his hand on the hook switch, disconnecting the telephone, he takes the receiver off her.  

Rosie: “Why can’t I phone my mum?”

Archie: “Because if our location gets out we could be killed” 

Maybe they hug?

Build up of relationship bit as they spend some time in the safe house, Rosie is seen brushing her hair out of hair style has hair down for rest of movie.

Scene 13: - Pay Off
Shot of drug dealers paying bent cops for information to the whereabouts of the safe house.  The drug dealers eventually find the safe house and get rid of the undercover cops guarding the house (by knocking them out).  

Scene 14: - Awkward Timing
Archie is sitting on the loo having a dump, whilst Rosie is watching telly.  

Shot of G telling another drug dealer to sort out their car.

Rosie then starts screaming and panicking hysterically, Archie tried to hurry as fast as he can thinking its something silly like a mouse or something not making out her words properly (maybe he doesn’t have time to finish and he smells, which Rosie comments on all the time), only to find when he has finished that the drug dealers are trying to break in.  

Scene 15: - Tractor Madness
They escape and go to the car, but find the car has been smashed up by the drug dealers, maybe encounter a drug dealer on the way to the car, and bash him over the head.  Anyway Rosie spots a tractor, and they both jump into it and crash through the wooden barn/shed, the drug dealers get in their car to chase, maybe some stuff of them arguing about not to follow as Archie and Rosie escape over the fields and about not noticing the tractor.  The drug dealers crash their car in a field boundary ditch. Archie and Rosie get away.  

Scene 16: - Ah!
After a while the tractor runs out of fuel, maybe they walk for a bit over some fields etc. to get to a village (relation ship bonding again)

Scene 17: - The Village
Archie and Rosie get to village and start looking for a place to stay, they see the drug dealers talking to people looking for them, so they have to sneak away.  Archie finds a secluded place and tries to break into a car, but the alarm goes off, so they run off again, finds another place to break into a car, as he is spending a few minutes breaking into car Rosie asks him if he has ever done this before.  He said of course he has and tells her to be quiet because he’s trying to concentrate; she tried the door on the other side and gets in because it’s already unlocked.  

Archie can’t hotwire it because he doesn’t know what he’s doing, so in the end gives up.  She has had enough and decided to take matters into her own hands, by flagging down a car, chap in car slows down to see what’s going on and then she opens his car door and steps out, as he does that, Rosie shuts the door on his leg then pulls him out of the car leaving him on the floor, Rosie gets in the other side of the car waving to Archie to get in.  Archie who is shocked with his mouth open, but gets in anyway and drives off.  

Scene 18: - Road Trip
Long Drive, bit of a road trip to bond a bit.  Talking to get to know each other etc.

Scene 19: - Clamping Bastard
Maybe stop off at a 24/7 (spar or something), and when they come out the car is clamped and there’s a smiling clamping man there (Part of a privately owned clamping service, maybe show van with logo?), has to pay quickly cause druggies are on their tails.  

Scene 20: - Archie’s End?
Drug dealers end up catching up with them again, but this time pulls Archie out of the car and shoot him, Rosie goes nuts and they have to restrain her more and get out of there fast.  

Shots of drug dealers driving away fast with Rosie, and then showing them tying her up and leaving her in the room on her own.  She tried to escape her bondage.

Scene 21: - The Trampling Tramp
Shot of Old man/Tramp staggering down the road to the pub.  Old man/Tramp finds Archie.  

Old Man/Tramp: “Are you drunk mate?”

Thinking Archie is drunk and out of it he takes wallet from back pocket, takes money from wallet, (Archie is face down).  Tramp/Thief/old man turns him over and panics, drops wallet and starts to run, goes into near by pub and shouts, “There’s a dead man in the ditch”.  The locals don’t believe him and think his drunk.  Fades out.  (Sound of police cars as it fades to black?)

Scene 22: - Let me out!
Rosie bound and gagged in room, asks to go to the toilet, gets to know some of the layout of the place.  She’s always struggling and gives the minder a hard time.  (Kicking screaming etc).  Has 2 –3 escape attempts, maybe gets hit after etc.

Scene 23: - Hospital
Police get in contact with wife Trish, because of the found wallet, maybe hear her saying ok I’m coming now, give the indication that she’s going to identify the body, but it turns out she’s going to see him in hospital (maybe the police go round to their house, and say I’m sorry Mrs ….blah, blah etc.).  Conversation with the Doctor, Trish and Sam, finds out that Archie is ok and that he will live.  

Scene 24: - Sam
Next scene is seen through Archie’s eyes, waking up and seeing Trish at his bedside and son Sam.  Trish says, “Thank god you’re ok”, (gun shot misses internal organs or something).  Archie asks Sam to get involved (go to the police?) Sam agrees to help because of the urgency that Rosie needs help.  

Scene 25: - Search
Sam looks through his stuff and makes a connection that his father didn’t.  
Scene 26: - Confrontation
Sam goes to see Rosie’s father after making the connection and confronts him.  Sam finds out where the dealers are.  James is very defensive.  

Scene 27: - Oh Shit
Ends up getting involved and helping.  But ends up getting tied up in the same room with the daughter, and they get friendly, says his father was helping her etc, she realises he’s, Archie’s son.  

Scene 28: - Backup
The undercover cop goes and radios for backup because things are getting too serious (and they have enough evidence maybe see a conversation of him and boss?).  
Scene 29: - Escape
Rosie and Sam are tied up in the room, but sitting next to each other, Sam asks if she is Rosie, and she is taken aback wanting to know who he is.  Sam tells her, he is Archie’s son, and that his dad asked him to help get her out, Rosie laughs and says you were a lot of good.  Sam manages to untie the Rosie’s restraints, and then Rosie unties Sam.  They open the door of the room they are locked in (smash it if locked?) swears under breath.  
Scene 30: - Fight
The undercover cop goes looking for them, but then get confronted by a drug dealer, who has realised he is now against them.  

Scene 31: - Exit Hunting
Rosie and Sam are looking around for the exit.

Scene 32: - Finally
The undercover cop beats up the drug dealer, and runs off to find Rosie and Sam; he goes into the room that they were in and notices they are not there.  The undercover cop then runs off to find them.  Rosie and Sam come up upon another drug dealer who tries to stop them, Sam steps in front of Rosie.  

The undercover cop comes up behind the Drug dealer facing Rosie and Sam, the undercover cop hits drug dealer on the neck with his gun butt and knocks him unconscious.  

He tells them he is a cop and they are a bit apprehensive to go with him, so he has to take out his badge and show them.  Running Rick guides them to the exit.  

Scene 33: -The Decision
They run out of the house, the druggies run out but almost fall back stopping as the police turn up, they jump out of the cars, then there’s a mad panic as the policemen run after the druggies.  

G then takes a gun out and points it at Rick and pulls the trigger.  Sam attends Rick who’s lying on the floor.  

In Slow motion:

Rosie slowly moves Rick’s jacket out the way, and takes the gun from Rick’s holster, the silence with sound of a heartbeat in the background.  

Shot down gun barrel with gun in focus and then slowly fade to being not in focus and G in focus.  The as the gun fires and breaks the silence and the background noise comes back.  Rosie misses and hits the flowerpot, it explodes and G is on the floor after trying to dodge the shot.  The Policemen take the opportunity and run up to G holding him down.  Ambulance drivers come over to help out Rick.

Scene 34: - Comeuppances
James gets a phone call from Veronica to say that Rosie has been found, James is in his car in a multi-story car park.

Cuts to cop shop – Sam exposes, James telling the Police the whole story.

Cuts to James preparing to kill himself, he is out of the car and walking to the edge of the multi-story.  Shot of Sam telling more about James drug habits.  Shot of James jumping off from the car park.  Shot of Rosie meeting her mother Veronica.  Spiral camera moving from James body upwards to the car park top.  

Scene 35: - Final Scene
Shot of kettle boiling.

Rosie is in the kitchen making coffee, she comes through holding the coffee cups, enters the room Archie is in a chair with crutches next to him she puts down his coffee next to him, Archie says “Thanks”.  Archie and Sam are looking at the new case, papers all over the table.  She moves next to Sam puts his coffee on the table he turns and kisses her on the lips saying “Thanks”.  She puts her own coffee down on the table, sits down and picks up some a photo and interjects something into the conversation.  As the conversation gets more involved Archie picks up some papers and in doing so knocks over his coffee.  

Close up shot of the coffee spilling over and disarray etc.

Camera fading to black pans down past the coffee spill dripping off the table going under the table, and at the same time (fading legs shot) and at the same time:
Archie shouting “shit!”.  

“I’ll grab a cloth” says Rosie???
